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Auditory Temporal Processing and Perception

Applications are invited from scientists interested in temporal processing in the auditory system from the cochlea to the cortex with emphasis on the relationship of temporal processing to auditory perception. At the CNBH, temporal processing includes everything from physiological recording in the brainstem to brain imaging in the cortex. The research is integrated through time-domain modelling of the perceptual consequences of the temporal processing. 

Applicants should possess, or expect soon to possess, a Ph.D or equivalent degree in physiology, psychoacoustics, physics, engineering or computer science.  Ideally, they should have post-graduate training in Hearing research and should understand computer synthesis and analysis of complex sounds.  

Successful applicants would be expected to undertake research on temporal aspects of auditory perception and its relationship to the physiology of the auditory pathway from the cochlea to auditory cortex. Topics of particular interest are the physiology of temporal integration, and the perception of temporal asymmetry, temporal regularity and temporal dispersion of transients.

The appointment will be for three years in the first instance, and the post may, subject to the availability of funding, be renewed for a further period or periods.  Appointment will be on the salary scale of £17,451 to £26,229 with the starting salary dependent upon experience.
